DIVINE MERCY DEVOTION: Every Wednesday at 3 PM
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Today we celebrate the last Sunday before the solemnities
of the Ascension and Pentecost, which close the Easter
season. Throughout these Sundays, the risen Jesus has
revealed himself as the Good Shepherd and the vine to
which we must be connected as branches, and today he
opens his Heart to us completely.

Certainly, in His Heart we can only find love. What con-
stitutes the deepest mystery of God is that He is Love.
Everything He has done from creation to redemption has
been out of love. All that He expects from us in response
to His actions is just love. Therefore, His words resonate
today: "Remain in my love" (Jn 15:9). Love asks for reci-
procity; it is like a dialogue that makes us respond with
increasing love to His initial love. A fruit of love is joy: "I
have told you this so that my joy may be in you" (Jn
15:11). If our life does not reflect the joy of believing, if
we let ourselves be overwhelmed by adversities without
seeing that the Lord is also there present and comforting
us, it is because we do not know Jesus sufficiently well.

God always takes the initiative. He explicitly tells us by
saying, "I chose you" (Jn 15:16). We might be tempted to
think that we have chosen Him, but we have done nothing
more than respond to a call. He has chosen us freely to be
his friends: "I no longer call you slaves...; I have called
you friends" (Jn 15:15).

In the beginning, God spoke to Adam as a friend speaks to
his friend. Christ, the new Adam, has not only restored
that friendship but also intimacy with God, since God is
Love.

Everything boils down to this word: “Love.” Saint Augus-
tine reminds us: "The good Master recommends us quite
often that charity is the only possible commandment.
Without charity all the other good qualities mean nothing.
Charity, in fact, leads man necessarily to all the other vir-
tues that make him good."

MOowi nam to
bezposrednio w stowach: «Ja was wybratem» (J 15,16).
Mamy pokus¢ myslenia, ze to my wybraliSmy, ale tak
naprawde nie zrobiliSmy nic ponad odpowiedzenie na
wezwanie. Wybrat nas bezinteresownie bysmy byli jego
przyjaciotmi: «Juz was nie nazywam stugami (...) ale
nazwalem was przyjaciotmi» (J 15,15).

W poczatkach Bog rozmawia z Adamem niczym z
przyjaciel rozmawia z przyjacielem. Chrystus, nowy Ad-
am, nie tylko odzyskal 6wczesng przyjazn, ale tez intym-
no$¢ z Bogiem, ktory jest Mitoscia.

Wszystko si¢ skupia w stowie: ,kocha¢”. Przypomina
nam to stowa $w. Augustyna: «Dobry Pan przypomina
nam tak czesto mito$¢, jako jedyne mozliwe przykazanie.

How can we tell what belongs to the true faith?

We find the true faith in Sacred Scripture and in the living Tra-
dition of the Church. The = NEW TESTAMENT developed out
of the faith of the Church. Scripture and Tradition belong to-
gether. Handing on the faith does not occur primarily through
documents. In the early Church it was said that Sacred Scripture
was “written on the heart of the Church rather than on parch-
ment”. The disciples and the —APOSTLES experienced their
new life above all through a living fellowship with Jesus. The
early Church invited people into this fellowship, which contin-
ued in a different way after the Resurrection. The first Christians
held fast “to the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, to the break-
ing of the bread and to the prayers” (Acts 2:42). They were unit-
ed with one another and yet had room for others. This is part of
our faith to this day: Christians invite other individuals to come
to know a fellowship with God that has been preserved unal-
tered since the times of the apostles in the Catholic Church.
