Today, we can appreciate different behaviors in the people 
looking for Jesus: some have eaten the material bread while 
others are requesting a miraculous sign when the Lord has just 
made a huge one; still, others, have eagerly run to meet him to 
make a spiritual communion —in good faith we could say—: 
“Sir, give us this bread always” (Jn 6:34). 
Jesus must have been very pleased with their efforts to seek and 
follow Him. He was teaching them all while speaking to them in 
different ways. To some of them, he says: “Do not work for 
food that perishes but for the food that endures for eternal 
life” (Jn 6:27). And those who ask: “What can we do to 
accomplish the works of God?” (Jn 6:28) will receive in that 
Capernaum synagogue a specific advice, where the Lord 
promises them the Holy Communion: “Believe.” 
 
You and I, who are trying to immerse ourselves in the pages of 
this Gospel, do we see our attitude reflected therein? While 
trying to revive this scene: which are the most pointed 
expressions for us? Are we persistent enough in our efforts to 
find Jesus after the many gifts, doctrine, examples and lessons 
we have received from Him? Do we know how to make a good 
spiritual communion? ‘Lord, give us always this bread, that 
satiates our hunger’?  
 
The best shortcut to find Jesus is through Mary. She is the 
Mother of the Family that dispenses the white bread for the 
children in the warmth of the paternal home. The Mother of the 
Church that wants to feed her children so that they may grow 
strong, be happy, may carry out a blessed task and be 
communicative. St. Ambrose, in his work “On the mysteries”, 
writes: “And the Sacrament we carry out is the body born of the 
Virgin Mary. Can you request the nature's order in the body of 
Christ, when Jesus was conceived by Mary above every natural 
law?” 
 
The Church, mother and teacher, teaches us that the Holy 
Eucharist is a “sacrament of piety, sign of unity, bond of charity, 
the paschal banquet "in which Christ is received, the soul is 
filled with grace and we are given a pledge of the glory that is to 
be ours” (II Vatican Council).

ROZWAŻANIE NA NIEDZIELĘ 
Dzisiaj obserwujemy różne postawy ludzi poszukujących 
Jezusa: jedni spożywali chleb materialny, inni prosili o znak od 
Pana, podczas gdy On uczynił wielki znak, a jeszcze inni 
pośpieszyli i w dobrej wierze czynili to, co moglibyśmy dziś 
nazwać duchową komunią: «Panie, dawaj nam zawsze tego 
chleba» (J 6,34). 
 
Jezus musiał być bardzo zadowolony z wysiłków ludzi, którzy 
go szukali i za nim podążali. Pouczał ich i wzywał na wiele 
sposobów. Jednym mówił: «Troszczcie się nie o ten pokarm, 
który ginie, ale o ten, który trwa na wieki» (J 6,27). A ci pytali: 
«Cóż mamy czynić, abyśmy wykonywali dzieła Boże?» (J 6,28) 
i otrzymali konkrentą radę w synagodze w Kafarnaum, gdzie 
Pan zapowiedział Komunię Świętą: «Wierzcie». 
Ty i ja, którzy staramy się odnaleźć na kartach Ewangelii, czy 
widzimy tu naszą postawę? Nas, którzy na nowo przeżywamy 
tamtą scenę, które słowa bardziej dotykają? Czy wytrwale 
szukamy Jezusa po otrzymaniu tylu łask, doktryny, świadectw i 
nauk? Czy potrafimy trwać w komunii duchowej: ‘Panie, dawaj 
nam zawsze tego chleba, który zaspokaja cały nasz głód’? 
 
Najkrótszą drogą do znalezienia Jazusa jest Maryja. Ona jest 
Matką Rodziny, która rozdaje biały chleb w domowym ognisku. 
Matka Kościoła, która chce nakarmić swoje dzieci, aby 
wzrastały, miały siłę i były spełnione, podjęły swięte dzieła i 
udzielały się. Święty Ambroży w swoim traktacie o cudach, 
pisze: «Sakrament, który sprawujemy jest ciałem zrodzonym z 
Maryi Dziewicy. Czy możesz w Ciele Chrystusa oczekiwać 
porządku natury, skoro sam Jezus narodził się z Maryi 
przekraczając prawo naturalne?». 
 
Kościół, matka i nauczycielka, naucza nas o Świętej 
Eucharystii, że jest ona «Sakramentem pokory, znakiem 
jedności, łącznością w miłosierdziu, lekarstwen Paschalnym, w 
którym otrzymujemy Chrystusa, a dusza wypełnia się łaską i 
otrzymuje zadatek przyszłej chwały» (Sobór Watykański II).

Po co wierze definicje i formuły?  
 
W wierze nie chodzi o puste słowa, lecz o rzeczywistość. 
Z biegiem czasu w Kościele okrzepły formuły wiary, przy 
pomocy których postrzegamy, wyrażamy, uczymy, 
przekazujemy, celebrujemy i przeżywamy tę 
rzeczywistość. Bez trwałych form treść wiary rozmyje 
się. Dlatego Kościół wielką wagę przykłada do 
określonych zdań, których dokładne ustalenie brzmienia 
wiązało się najczęściej z żywymi dyskusjami, 
wynikającymi z pragnienia uchronienia orędzia Chrystusa 
od błędowi nieporozumień. Formuły wyznania wiary są 
szczególnie ważne wtedy, gdy wiarę Kościoła przenosi 
się na obszary różnorodnych kultur, a trzeba przecież 
zachować jej sedno. Wspólna wiara bowiem jest 
fundamentem jedności Kościoła.

Furthermore, creeds are important when the 
Church’s faith has to be translated into different cultures while 
being preserved in its essentials, because a common faith is the 
foundation for the Church’s unit.
