DIVINE MERCY DEVOTION: Every Wednesday at 3 PM
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Today we encounter situations similar to those described
in this Gospel passage. If God were to ask us right now,
"Who do people say that I am?" (Mark 8:27), we would
have to report all kinds of responses, some even quite
strange. A quick look at what is being aired in various
media would give us a clear picture. Yet... more than
twenty centuries of ‘Church time’ have passed. After all
these years, we grieve and, like Saint Faustina, we
complain to Jesus: ‘Why is the number of those who know
You still so small?’

On that occasion, when Simon Peter made his confession
of faith, Jesus “warned them not to tell anyone about
him” (Mark 8:30). His messianic identity had to be
revealed to the Jewish people progressively. Later, the
climactic moment would come when Jesus Christ would
declare—once and for all—that He was the Messiah: “I
am” (Luke 22:70). Since then, there is no excuse for not
declaring or acknowledging Him as the Son of God, who
came into the world for our salvation. Even more so, all
baptized Christians have the joyful ‘priestly’ duty to
preach the Gospel to all nations and to all creatures (cf.
Mark 16:15). This call to proclaim the Good News is all
the more urgent when we consider that all sorts of
mistaken, even blasphemous, opinions are still being
spread about Him.

However, the proclamation of His messiahship and the
coming of His Kingdom must pass through the Cross.
Indeed, Jesus Christ “began to teach them that the Son of
Man must suffer greatly” (Mark 8:31), and the Catechism
reminds us that ‘the Church progresses on her pilgrimage
amidst the persecutions of the world and the consolations
of God’ (n. 769). This is the path to follow Christ and to
make Him known: “Whoever wishes to come after me...
take up his cross, and follow me” (Mark 8:34).

Dzisiaj znajdujemy si¢ w sytuacji bardzo podobnej do
opisanej w perykopie ewangelicznej. Gdyby teraz Bog
zapytal nas «za kogo uwazaja mnie ludzie?» (Mk 8,27),
musielibySmy mu przytoczy¢ rézne odpowiedzi, nawet te
najbardziej barwne. Wystarczy rozejrze¢ si¢ po tym co
unosi si¢ i czym si¢ oddycha w réznorodnych mediach.
Tylko, ze... uptynelo wiecej niz dwadziescia wiekow
“czasu Kosciota”. Po tylu latach wcigz ubolewamy i, wraz
ze Swigta Faustyna, skarzymy sie¢ przed Jezusem:

God gives himself a name so as to make it possible

to address him. [203-213, 230-231]

God does not wish to remain incognito. He does not
want to be revered as a “higher being” that is merely
sensed or surmised. God wishes to be known and to be
called upon as someone real and active. In the burning
bush God reveals to Moses his holy name: - YHWH
(Ex 3:14). God makes it possible for his people to
address him, but he still remains the hidden God, the
present mystery. Out of reverence for God, the name of
God was not (and is not) spoken in Israel; the title
Adonai (Lord) is substituted. This same word is used by
the > NEW TESTAMENT when it glorifies Jesus as
true God: “Jesus is Lord!” (Rom 10:9).
