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Today, we look at an adult Jesus. The child of the manger has
grown to manhood and respectability, and reaches that place in
life when He must embark on the Divine commission entrusted
to Him by the Father. In preparation, He joins the candidates
who have responded to John the Baptist in the Jordan River,
submitting to baptism at his hands to wash away their sins.

It is at that time and place that God reveals Him as His Son:
“and was praying, heaven was opened and the Holy Spirit de-
scended upon him in bodily form like a dove. And a voice came
from heaven, “You are my beloved Son; with you I am well
pleased.” (Lk 3:21-22). It is just the preparatory stage of the
Great Journey He is prepared to start off all the way to the
Cross. It is the first public act of His ministry, and marks the
divine manifestation of Him to the world as the promised Messi-
ah.

His baptism is also the prologue to his life, demonstrating that
He has chosen to be obedient to the will of His Father: a sign
that He will not be an agitator, nor a rabble-rouser, but He will
be gentle, peaceful, and calm. He will not even break a bruised
reed, but he will rule with justice. He will open the eyes of the
blind, and free the captives. The signs by which the Messiah
will be known, as described by Isaiah, will be fulfilled in Him,
and we stand blessed by Him, as we read today in Saint Paul's
letter: “our savior appeared, not because of any righteous deeds
we had done but because of his mercy, he saved us through the
bath of rebirth and renewal by the holy Spirit, whom he richly
poured out on us through Jesus Christ our savior, so that we
might be justified by his grace and become heirs in hope of eter-
nal life” (Tit 3:5-7).

The feast of the Baptism of our Lord serves to remind us of our
own Baptisms, compelling us to renew the promises our parents
and godparents made on our behalf, when they presented us to
the Church, to make of us disciples of Jesus. “Baptism has liber-
ated us from all evil, which are the sins, but with God’s grace
we have to accomplish all good things” (Saint Caesarius, bishop
of Arles).

ROZWAZANIE NA NIEDZIELE

Dzisiaj zastanawiamy si¢ nad dorostym Jezusem.
Dzieciatko ze ztobka dorasta i staje si¢ dojrzatym
mezczyzng, ktory wypelnia role, jaka powierzyt mu
Ojciec. Spotykamy go nad Jordanem w momencie
rozpoczecia tego dzieta: jest jednym z szeregu tych, ktorzy
stuchali Jana 1 prosili go o kapiel chrztu na znak
oczyszczenia o odnowienia wewnetrznego.

Tam Jezus zostaje objawiony o naznaczony przez Boga:
«A gdy sie modlit, otworzylo si¢ niebo i Duch Swiety
zstapit na Niego, w postaci cielesnej niby golebica, a z
nieba odezwat si¢ glos: «TyS$ jest moj Syn umitowany, w
Tobie mam upodobanie » (Lk 3,21-22). Jest to etap
przygotowania do drogi, ktora podejmuje i ktoéra prowadzi
na Krzyz. Jest to takze pierwszy publiczny akt, ktory obja-
wia Mesjasza.

Jest to takze wstep do Jego sposobu dziatania: nie bedzie
gwaltowny, nie bedzie krzykliwy ani szorstki, lecz tagod-
ny i cichy. Trzciny nadtamanej nie ztamie, lecz pomoze si¢
jej utwierdzi¢. Oczy Slepcom otworzy i uwolni wigzniow.
Mesjanskie znaki, ktore zapowiedzial Izajasz w Nim si¢
speimq A my jesteSmy beneficjentami tego wszystkiego,
poniewaz czytamy w liscie Sw. Pawta: «nie ze wzgledu na
sprawiedliwe uczynki, jakie spehliliSmy, lecz z
mitosierdzia swego zbawit nas przez obmycie odradzajgce
i odnawiajace w Duchu Swietym, ktorego wylat na nas
obficie przez Jezusa Chrystusa, Zbawiciela naszego,
abysSmy, usprawiedliwieni Jego taska, stali si¢ w nadziei
dziedzicami zycia wiecznego» (Tt 3,5-7).
