DIVINE MERCY DEVOTION: Every Wednesday at 3 PM
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Today, we see how Simeon, ignoring the winter's cold, is await-
ing the arrival of the Messiah. Five hundred years before, when
the Temple was starting to be built there was such poverty in the
country that its builders were highly discouraged. It was then
when Haggai, the prophet, said: “Greater will be the glory of
this house the latter more than the former —says the LORD of
hosts; And in this place I will give you peace— oracle of the
LORD of hosts.” (Hag 2:9); and added “I will shake all the na-
tions, so that the treasures of all the nations will come in. And I
will fill this house with glory” (Hag 2:7). Words that accept
different meanings; some will say ‘the dearest one’, while Saint
Jerome will say ‘the desired of all nations’.

The Holy Spirit had assured Simeon “that he should not see
death before he had seen the Christ of the Lord” (Lk 2:26), and
today, led by the Holy Spirit, he has gone into the Temple. He is
not a levite, nor a scribe, nor a doctor of the law, he is just a
“righteous and devout man, awaiting the consolation of Isra-
el” (Lk 2:25). But the Holy Spirit blows where it wills (cf. Jn
3:8).

Now, he realizes with surprise that no preparation has been
made, no flags, garlands, damasks or shields can be seen any-
where, just Joseph and Mary, crossing the esplanade, and bring-
ing the Child Jesus in their arms. “Lift up your heads, O gates;
be lifted, you ancient portals, that the king of glory may en-
ter.” (Ps 24:), claims the psalmist.

Stretching out his arms Simeon takes the Infant from his Mother
and blessed God while saying: “Now, Master, you may let your
servant go in peace, according to your word, for my eyes have
seen your salvation, which you prepared in the sight of all the
peoples: a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and glory for your
people Israel” (Lk 2:29-32). Then, he tells Mary: “A sword will
pierce so that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed” (Lk
2:35).

Mother, when the moment to go to the Father's house arrives,
please take me in your arms as you did with Jesus, for I'm your
son and a child too.

FEAST OF ST. BLAISE
FEBRUARY 3

About St. Blaise

St. Blaise is a bishop and martyr who lived in the fourth
century in Turkey and Armenia. For a time, Blaise lived in a
cave to escape persecution. On his feast the church recalls a
miracle cure associated with him and celebrates the blessing
of the throats. Blaise apparently saved the life of a boy who
was choking on a fish bone. The saint said that anyone who lit
a candle in his memory would be free of infection, thus
candles are used in the traditional throat blessing. He is listed
among the Fourteen Holy Helpers, saints revered as healers.
He is the patron saint of throat illnesses, animals, wool
combers, and wool trading.

Blessing of the Throats

On February 3, the Feast Day of St. Blaise, the Church recalls
a miracle cure associated with him and celebrates the blessing
of the throats with candles.

St. Blaise said that anyone who lit a candle in his memory
would be free of infection, thus candles are used in the
traditional throat blessing. The candles (blessed on
Candlemas Feb. 2) are crossed against the throat, and the
following prayer is said:

“Through the intercession of Saint Blaise, bishop and martyr,
may God deliver you from ailments of the throat and from
every other evil. In the name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Crossed Candles

Crossed candles are an important part of Saint Blaise Day, they commemorate the mother of the boy who choked on the
fishbone. She presented Saint Blaise with crossed candles to light his way to jail when the ruler of Sebastea ordered his
arrest. The origin of the blessing of throats uses crossed candles as a symbol.
