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Today the Gospel offers us the simple yet profound dia-
logue between Jesus and Simon Peter, a dialogue that we
could make our own: in the midst of the stormy waters of
this world, we strive to swim against the current, seeking
the good catch of a Gospel proclamation that obtains a
fruitful response...

And it is then that the harsh reality inevitably falls upon
us: our strength is not enough. We need something more:
trust in the Word of the One who has promised us that he
will never leave us alone. "Master, we have worked hard
all night and have caught nothing, but at your command I
will lower the nets" (Lk 5:5). We can understand this re-
sponse of Peter in relation to the words of Mary at the
wedding at Cana: "Do whatever he tells you" (Jn 2:5).
And it is in the confident fulfillment of the Lord's will that
our work is profitable.

And all this, despite our limitations as sinners: “Depart
from me, Lord, for [ am a sinful man” (Lk 5:8). St. Irenae-
us of Lyons discovers a pedagogical aspect in sin: those
who are aware of their sinful nature are capable of recog-
nizing their condition as creatures, and this recognition
brings us before the evidence of a Creator who is greater
than us.

Only he, who, like Peter, has been able to accept his limi-
tations, is in a position to accept that the fruits of his apos-
tolic work are not his own, but those of the One whom he
has served as an instrument. The Lord calls the Apostles
to be fishers of men, but the true fisherman is He: the
good disciple is nothing more than the net that brings in
the catch, and this net is only effective if he acts as the
Apostles did: leaving everything and following the Lord
(cf. Lk 5:11).

ROZWAZANIE NA NIEDZIELE

Dzisiaj Ewangelia przedstawia nam prosty i zarazem
gleboki dialog migdzy Panem Jezusem i Szymonem Pio-
trem. Dialog ten moglby by¢ takze naszym dialogiem:
posrod burzliwych wod tego Swiata wysilamy si¢, by
ptynac pod prad szuka¢ dobrego potowu gloszeniem
Ewangelii, by uzyska¢ owocna odpowiedz...

I to wlasnie wtedy nieubtaganie dopada nas twarda rzec-
zywisto$¢; nie starcza nam sit. Potrzeba nam czego$
wiecej, ufnosci w Stowo Tego, ktory obiecal nam, ze
nigdy nie zostawi nas samych. «Mistrzu, cala noc pra-
cowalismy i niceSmy nie ulowili. Lecz na Twoje stowo
zarzuce sieci» (Lk 5,5). To zdanie Piotra mozemy rozu-
mie¢ takze w konteksécie stow Maryi podczas wesela w
Kanie: «Zrobcie wszystko, cokolwiek wam powie» (J 2,5).

A
dzigki tej $wiadomos$ci mozemy stana¢ przed Bogiem
Stworca, ktory nas przekracza.

If God is all-knowing and all-powerful, why does he not

prevent evil?
“God allows evil only so as to make something better re-
sult from it” (St. Thomas Aquinas). [309-314, 324] Evil in
the world is an obscure and painful mystery. Even the
Crucified asked his Father, “My God, why have you for-
saken me?” (Mt 27:46). Much about it is incomprehensi-
ble. One thing, though, we know for sure: God is 100 per-
cent good. He can never be the originator of something
evil. God created the world to be good, but it is not yet
complete. In violent upheavals and painful processes it is
being shaped and moved toward its final perfection. That
may be a better way to classify what the Church calls
physical evil, for example, a birth defect, or a natural ca-
tastrophe. Moral evils, in contrast, come about through the
misuse of freedom in the world. “Hell on earth”—child
soldiers, suicide bombings, concentration camps—is usu-
ally man-made. The decisive question is therefore not,
“How can anyone believe in a good God when there is so
much evil?” but rather, “How could a person with a heart
and understanding endure life in this world if God did not
exist?” Christ’s death and Resurrection show us that evil
did not have the first word, nor does it have the last. God
made absolute good result from the worst evil. We believe
that in the Last Judgment God will put an end to all injus-
tice. In the life of the world to come, evil no longer has

any place and suffering ends.
