SUNDAY REFLECTIONS

Today we relive the beatitudes and the misfortunes:
“Blessed are you...,” if now you suffer in my name; “Woe
to you...,” if you laugh now. Fidelity to Christ and to his
Gospel makes us rejected, mocked in the media, hated, as
Christ was hated and hung on the cross. Some think that
this is due to the lack of faith of some, but perhaps — if
you look closely — it is due to a lack of reason. The world
does not want to think or be free; it lives immersed in the
desire for wealth, for consumption, for libertarian
indoctrination that is filled with vain, empty words where
the value of the person is obscured and the teaching of
Christ and the Church is mocked, since — today — it is the
only thought that truly goes against the current. In spite of
everything, the Lord Jesus gives us courage: “Blessed are
you when people hate you, and when they exclude and
insult you, and denounce your name as evil on account of
the Son of Man. (...) your reward will be great in
heaven” (Lk 6:22,23).

Saint John Paul II, in the encyclical Fides et Ratio, said:
“It is faith which stirs reason to move beyond all isolation
and willingly to run risks so that it may attain whatever is
beautiful, good and true.” The Christian experience in its
saints shows us the truth of the Gospel and of these words
of the Holy Father. In the face of a world that takes
pleasure in vice and selfishness as a source of happiness,
Jesus shows us another way: the happiness of the
Kingdom of God, which the world cannot understand, and
which it hates and rejects. The Christian, in the midst of
the temptations offered by the “easy life,” knows that the
way is that of the love that Christ showed us on the cross,
the way of fidelity to the Father. We know that in the
midst of difficulties we cannot become discouraged. If we
truly seek the Lord, let us rejoice and leap for joy (cf. Lk
6:23).

Dzisiaj Jezus wskazuje, gdzie znajduje si¢ prawdziwe
szczeScie. W wersji Lukasza, po blogostawienstwach
nastepuja przestrogi, ktore sg bolesne dla tych, ktorzy nie
akceptuja nowiny o zbawieniu i zamykaja si¢ w
samowystarczalnym 1 egoistycznym zyciu.

What is heaven?

Heaven is God’s milieu, the dwelling place of the angels and
saints, and the goal of creation. With the words “heaven and
earth” we designate the whole of created reality. [325-327]
Heaven is not a place in the universe. It is a condition in the
next life. Heaven is where God’s will is done without any
resistance. Heaven happens when life is present in its greatest
intensity and blessedness—a kind of life that we do not find on
earth. If with God’s help we arrive someday in heaven, then
waiting for us will be “what no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor
the heart of man conceived, what God has prepared for those
who love him”

What is hell?

Our faith calls “hell” the condition of final separation from God.
Anyone who sees love clearly in the face of God and,
nevertheless, does not want it decides freely to have this
condition instead. [1033-1036] Jesus, who knows what hell is
like, speaks about it as the “outer darkness” (Mt 8:12).
Expressed in our terms, it is cold rather than hot. It is horrible to
contemplate a condition of complete rigidity and hopeless
isolation from everything that could bring aid, relief, joy, and
consolation into one’s life

What are angels?

Angels are pure spiritual creatures of God who have
understanding and will. They have no bodies, cannot die, and
are usually not visible. They live constantly in God’s presence
and convey God’s will and God’s protection to men. [328-333,
350-351] An angel, wrote Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger, is “so to
speak the personal thought with which God is turned toward
me”. At the same time the angels are turned completely toward
their Creator. They burn with love for him and serve him day
and night. Their song of praise is never-ending. In Sacred
Scripture the angels who have fallen away from God are called
devils or demons.

The holiday originally began as Washington's Birthday, which was celebrated on February 22 (Washington’s actual birthday).
However, in 1968, the Uniform Monday Holiday Act moved the holiday to the third Monday in February to provide workers with
more three-day weekends. This change shifted the focus from just George Washington to honoring all U.S. presidents, hence the
name Presidents' Day.

Today, Presidents' Day is marked by various events, including sales, parades, and remembrance ceremonies. It is an opportunity for
Americans to reflect on the contributions of the nation's leaders throughout history.



The Feast of the Chair of Saint Peter the Apostle is a Christian
celebration observed by the Catholic Church, Eastern Orthodox
Church, and some Anglican communities. It commemorates the
special role of Saint Peter as the first Pope and the foundation of
the papacy.

The "Chair" in the name refers symbolically to Saint Peter’s
authority as the leader of the apostles and the early Christian
Church. It’s not a literal chair but rather a symbol of teaching,
authority, and unity in the Church. The feast celebrates Peter’s
role in leading the early Church and the continuation of that lead-
ership through his successors, the Popes.

The feast is celebrated on February 22 in the Roman Catholic
Church. It emphasizes the importance of the papacy and the unity
of the Church under the guidance of the Pope, the successor of
Saint Peter. The feast also highlights the idea of the Church as a
visible, hierarchical institution, with Peter as the foundational
rock of this structure.
