SUNDAY REFLECTIONS

Today, the second Sunday of Lent, the liturgy of the word
invariably brings us the Gospel episode of the Transfiguration
of the Lord. This year with the nuances proper to St. Luke.

The third evangelist is the one who most intensely emphasizes
Jesus in prayer, the Son who is permanently united to the Father
through personal prayer, sometimes intimate, hidden; sometimes
in the presence of his disciples, filled with the joy of the Holy
Spirit.

Let us note, then, that Luke is the only one of the synoptics who
begins the narration of this story thus: “Jesus (...) went up the
mountain to pray” (Lk 9:28), and, therefore, he is also the one
who specifies that the transfiguration of the Master occurred
“while he was praying” (Lk 9:29). This is not a secondary fact.

Prayer is presented as the ideal, natural context for the vision of
Christ's glory: when Peter, John and James awoke, "they saw his
glory" (Lk 9:32). But not only his glory, but also the glory that
God had already manifested in the Law and the Prophets; these -
says the evangelist - "appeared in glory" (Lk 9:31). Indeed, they
too find their own splendor when the Son speaks to the Father in
the love of the Spirit. Thus, at the heart of the Trinity, the
Passover of Jesus, "his exodus that he was going to accomplish
in Jerusalem" (Lk 9:31) is the sign that manifests God's plan
from the beginning, carried out in the heart of Israel's history,
until its definitive fulfilment, in the fullness of time, in the death
and resurrection of Jesus, the incarnate Son.

It is good for us to remember this Lent and always that only if
we allow the Spirit of piety to emerge in our lives, establishing
with the Lord a familiar, inseparable relationship, will we be
able to enjoy the contemplation of his glory. It is urgent to allow
ourselves to be impressed by the vision of the face of the
Transfigured One. Perhaps our Christian experience has too
many words and lacks the amazement that made Peter and his
companions authentic witnesses of the living Christ.

Dzisiaj, w druga niedzielg Wielkiego Postu liturgia slowa
przywoluje ewangeliczny epizod Przemienienia Pana Jezusa. W
swym charakterystycznym stylu w opisie Swigtego Lukasza.

Trzeci z ewangelistow jest tym, ktory najbardziej podkresla
Jezusa modlacego si¢, Syna, ktéry nieustannie jest zlaczony z
Ojcem w osobistej modlitwie, czasem intymnej, ukrytej, a
czasem W obecno$ci uczniow, petnej radosci Ducha Swigtego.

Zobaczmy wigc, jak Lukasz jako jedyny z synoptykow
rozpoczyna swoja narracj¢: «Jezus (...) wyszedl na gorg, aby si¢
modli¢» (Lk 9,28). Zauwaza on, ze przemienienie Mistrza
dokonato si¢ «gdy si¢ modliby (Lk 9,29). Nie jest to bez
znaczenia.

Modlitwa przedstawiona jest jako idealny kontekst, tak
naturalny dla ujrzenia chwaty Chrystusa: kiedy Piotr, Jan i Jakub
obudzili si¢ «ujrzeli Jego chwale» (Lk 9,32). Lecz nie tylko Jego
chwalg, ale takze chwale, ktéra Bog objawil w Prawie i
Prorokach; ci, jak moéwi ewangelista, «ukazali si¢ w
chwale» (Lk 9,31). Rzeczywiscie takze i oni znajduja swoja
chwatle, kiedy Syn méwi do Ojca w mitosci Ducha. W sercu
Trojcy znajduje si¢ Pascha Jezusa «Jego odejscie, ktoérego miat
dokona¢ w Jerozolimie» (Lk 9,31) i jest to znak, ktory objawia
odwieczny zamyst Boga, speliajacy si¢ w centrum historii
Izraela, az do catkowitego wypelnienia si¢ czasu w $mierci i
zmartwychwstaniu Jezusa, Syna wcielonego.

Dobrze jest przypomnie¢ w tym Wielkim Poscie, ze tylko
wtedy, kiedy pozwalamy zakwitng¢ Duchowi zmilowania w
naszym zyciu w bliskiej relacji z Panem, w przylgnigciu do
Niego, mozemy cieszy¢ si¢ kontemplacja Jego chwaty. Pilnie
potrzebujemy  wizji Przemienionego oblicza. Naszemu
chrzescijanskiemu zyciu moze zbywa stow, lecz brakuje
zadziwienia, takiego, ktore uczynito Piotra i jego towarzyszy
prawdziwymi swiadkami zyjacego Jezusa.
