Today, the Gospel shows how disconcerted Jesus' 
countrymen were when in his presence: “Is this not Jesus, 
the son of Joseph? Do we not know his father and mother? 
Then how can he say, ‘I have come down from 
heaven’?” (Jn 6:42). The life of Jesus amongst his own 
people had been so normal that, when He began to 
proclaim the Kingdom, those who knew him were 
shocked at what He was saying. 
 
What Father was Jesus referring to, whom nobody had 
ever seen before? Which could be that living bread 
coming from heaven that those who eat of it would live 
forever? He denied it was the manna in the desert because 
those who ate it also died. “The bread that I will give is 
my flesh for the life of the world.” (Jn 6:51). Could his 
flesh be food for us? The baffling doubts Jesus was 
spreading amongst the Jews could also embarrass us 
should we not be able to answer a question basic for our 
Christian life: Who is Jesus? 
 
Many men and women before us have asked themselves 
the same question, have personally answered it, have gone 
to Jesus, have followed Him and now they enjoy an 
endless life full of love. And those who now may come to 
Jesus, He will raise them up on the last day. (cf. Jn 6:44). 
John Cassian exhorted his monks by telling them: “‘Come 
close to God, and He will come close to you’, because 
‘nobody can come to Jesus unless he is drawn by the 
Father who sent Him’ (...). In the Gospel we listen to the 
Lord inviting us to join Him: “Come to me, all you who 
labor and are burdened, and I will give you rest.” Let us 
embrace the Word of the Gospel that brings us near Jesus 
every day; let us welcome the invitation of the very 
Gospel to enter into communion with Him by eating his 
flesh, because “This is the true food, Christ's flesh, which 
being Word has become flesh, as it is said ‘And the Word 
became flesh’”                                                     From:Evangeli.net

O jakim Ojcu, którego nikt nie widział, mówił im Jezus? 
Kim był ten chleb, który zstąpił z nieba, który sprawi, że 
spożywający go będą żyć wiecznie? On zaprzeczał, że to 
ma być manna na pustyni, bo ci, którzy ją jedzą, pomrą. 
«Chlebem, który Ja dam, jest moje ciało za życie 
świata» (J 6,51). Czy Jego ciało może być dla nas 
pokarmem? Konsternacja, jaką wzbudzał Jezus wśród 
żydów, może rozszerzyć się na nas, jeśli nie odpowiemy 
na centralne pytanie naszego chrześcijańskiego życia: kim 
jest Jezus? 
 
Wiele mężczyzn i kobiet przed nami zadawało sobie to 
pytanie, osobiście na nie odpowiedzieli i poszli do Jezusa, 
naśladowali Go i teraz cieszą się życiem bez końca 
pełnym miłości. A ci, którzy do niego pójdą, zostaną 
wskrzeszeni w dniu ostatecznym (cf. J 6,44). Jan Kasjan 
nawoływał swoich mnichów słowami: «‘Zbliżcie się do 
Boga, a Bóg zbliży się do was’, ponieważ ‘nikt nie może 
przyjść do Jezusa, jeśli go nie pociągnie Ojciec, który go 
posłał’ (...) W Ewangelii słuchamy Pana, który zaprasza 
nas byśmy do Niego przyszli: ‘Przyjdźcie do mnie 
wszyscy, którzy utrudzeni i obciążeni jesteście, a Ja was 
pokrzepię’». Przyjmijmy Słowo Ewangelii, które 
przybliża nas do Jezusa każdego dnia; przyjmijmy 
zaproszenie płynące z Ewangelii do wejścia w komunię z 
Nim, spożywając Jego ciało, gdyż «oto jest prawdziwy 
pokarm, ciało Chrystusa, które będąc Słowem, stało się

streszczenie wiary -> APOSTOŁÓW. Symbol 
nicejskokonstantynopolitański cieszy się dużym 
poważaniem, ponieważ jest owocem wielkiego wysiłku 
teologicznego podczas dwóch pierwszych soborów 
niepodzielonego jeszcze Kościoła (Nicea 325; 
Konstantynopol 381) i do dnia dzisiejszego jest 
wspólnym fundamentem dla chrześcijan na Wschodzie i 
na Zachodzie.

What are creeds?  
 
CREEDS are brief formulas of faith that make it possible 
for all believers to make a common profession. [185-188, 
192-197] Brief formulas of this kind can be found already 
in the letters of St. Paul. The early Christian Apostles’ 
Creed has a special dignity, because it is thought to be a 
summary of the faith of the →APOSTLES. The Nicene 
Creed is highly esteemed because it resulted from the 
great councils of the Church when she was still undivided 
(Nicaea, 325; Constantinople, 381) and is to this day the 
common basis for the Christian in the East and the West.

The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary 
was already being celebrated on 15 August in the 5th century. 
It bore the sense of Our Lady’s “Birth into heaven”, or in the 
Byzantine tradition, her “Dormition”. The feast began to 
celebrated in Rome in the middle of the 7th century. It was not 
until 1 November 1950, that Pope Pius XII proclaimed the 
Dogma of Mary’s assumption body and soul into heaven. In 
the Apostles’ Creed, we profess our faith in the “Resurrection 
of the body” and in “life everlasting”. This is the ultimate goal 
and meaning of our life’s journey. This promise of faith is 
already accomplished in Mary, who is the “sign of sure hope 
and comfort” (Preface). It is a privilege granted to Mary, and 
closely connected to her being the Mother of Jesus. Since 
death and the corruption of the human body are consequences 
of sin, it was not right that the Virgin Mary – who is free from 
sin – should be affected by this natural law. Hence the mystery 
of her “Dormition” or “Assumption into heaven”. The fact that 
Mary has already been assumed into heaven is a reason to 
celebrate, to rejoice, to hope in the “already and the not yet”.
